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The following are the reasons for judgment of 
the Court delivered orally in English by 

HEALD J.: We are not persuaded that the 
learned Trial Judge [[19801 2 F.C. 785] commit-
ted any reversible error. The appeals are therefore 
dismissed. Since they were argued together, the 
respondent is entitled to a single set of costs. 
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
